 NAEMT’s EMS Vehicle Operator Safety course addresses the knowledge gat that leads to injuries and 
deaths, and focuses on the specific behaviors that need to be changed to create a culture of safe driving.  

 The National Traffic Incident Management Responder Training Program is designed to equip 
responders with core competencies to address responder safety on highway incidents.
