PREREQUISITES
Have regular access to a personal computer with 
reliable internet access.

Must be at least 18 years old before the 
scheduled clinical time.

Must verify completed vaccinations (TB test, 
TDAP, MMR, Hep B, Influenza*, and COVID*).

Ability to obtain a Missouri Class E driver’s 
license.

Must not have a criminal background of felonies 
or drug-related convictions.

Ability to meet the functional requirements of the 
EMT job responsibilities.
